Funding for students commencing October 2019 onwards

The amount available for the entire period of your PhD is £2,000 
(increased from £1,750 on 1 October 2024).
What is Eligible:

· Funding is allocated for activities which are essential to the satisfactory completion of the student’s primary research. 
· The Research Training Support Grant (RTSG) can be used to enable doctoral students to undertake overseas and UK study visits, attend conferences including international conferences, and to cover other primary research costs, e.g.  Consumables or artist materials
· RTSG can be used to provide a contribution towards the costs of travel, accommodation, and other associated costs that are incurred as a result of a student’s trip.
In section 5. the Supervisor and student are asked to confirm that their home institution requirements in respect of health and safety checks, risk assessments and ethics, have been followed.  It is also essential that Techne students check that they are covered for insurance purposes for the activity concerned.  We have attached links on the  techne website  to pages at each institution for this information, if your institution is not listed, please contact your Doctoral School.
What is not Eligible:
· Subsistence costs i.e., food, are not claimable, you are expected to fund this from your maintenance
· RTSG must not be used by CDA students to support costs of working with their external partner.  CDA students receive additional funding annually to cover all partner engagement costs.
· We would not normally expect a student to go on a UK or overseas study visit in the last three months of the funded period of their award
· RTSG is not eligible for students after the end of their period of funding, only costs incurred and receipts dated during their funded period are eligible.
· Costs are not reclaimable for any expenses before the student’s award has commenced  
· Retrospective funding applications are not normally permitted, please contact Techne as soon as possible
· Visits to countries or areas where the Foreign and Commonwealth Office advises against travel or all but essential travel are not fundable.
· Payments for membership of professional bodies or similar
· Costs associated with an AHRC IPS placement award which is funded direct by the AHRC.
1. Criteria for assessment 

· The contribution of the proposed activity to the student’s professional development and future career prospects.
· The appropriateness of the activity at the current stage of the PhD programme. 

· The student’s record of attendance at Techne Congresses and the Welcome Event (mandatory events).  
2. Applying
Applications should be made on the form below by the student and their supervisor and should be sent to techne@rhul.ac.uk.  All applications will be acknowledged and may be referred to the Techne Director for approval.  We will endeavour to inform applicants of the outcome 2 weeks after submission.
3. Payment
Funding for support costs which have been approved should be claimed from your home institution and in accordance with your home institution’s expense policy.  Only expenses accompanied by receipts are claimable for UKRI audit purposes.  Please consult your supervisor or home institution administration for guidance on your institutions expense process.
